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Isolepsis nodosa, a sedge that grows on sand 
dunes, right on the coast, and on saline lake 
shores within the tidal zone. It rarely grows in  
permanent water. The cylindrical reed stems 
grow to 800mm tall and can have a weeping 
habit when planted in shade. Evergreen on the 
coast. Available as Viro-cells & Viro-tubes.  

Phragmites australis, a wetland 
grass, common on the edge of saline 
and brackish water lakes and rivers. 
It is a cane like grass with green 
leaves, deciduous in winter. It will 
grow to 1m to 3m tall. Flowers over  
Autumn and seeds in Winter.  
Phragmites will grow on the banks 
above the water line and in 1metre 
deep water. It is a good nutrient 
soaker. 
Available as Viro-tubes  
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Juncus krausii, a sedge that grows in 
coastal swampy areas, salt marshes and 
acid sulphate soils, where it will be very 
dominant, forming a large tussock grove 
under storey. Juncus krausii has deep 
green, cylindrical reed stems, with an  
arching habit, 700mm to 1m tall X 1m wide. 
Flowers and seed are born on stems  
rising from the base clump. It grows in full 
sun to 90% shade.  
Available as Viro-cells and Viro-tubes
