Mulch Type: Tanika will have root rot problems if
care is not given to mulch selection. Wood chip and
non-organic gravel mulch have proven best. Never
mulch hard up against the base of the plant
Maintenance Level 3: Trim foliage to 200mm above
the ground to remove old growth every 3 to 5 years
or when the plant looks untidy. Fertilize with a slow
release fertilizer once a year and after trimming to
encourage fresh re-growth. Care should be taken
when re-applying mulch and don’t over water.
